STDT, R/S: 3) HAVE FLOWN AT NIGHT WITHIN THE LAST 90 DAYS AND COMPLETED A
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MINIMUM OF 5§ NIGHT LANDINGS.

STDT R/S: 4) LOGGED 1 HOUR OF HOOD TIME WITHIN THE LAST 90 DAYS.

"“DEBRIEF” ON THE COMPLETED CROSS-COUNTRY FLIGHT AND REVIEW
